1. TAGD Update

· The TAGD Summit will be held from August 30 through September 1, 2022 in San Antonio, TX.  
2. Update on GMA 12 and GMA 15 

· GMA-15 – GMA-15 held a meeting on July 14, 2022.  Paul attended the meeting, I was sick.  Goliad County GCD made a short presentation on how the new GAM results don’t reflect water levels observed in GCGCD at all.  Unless the new GAM is changed it is of no value in the management and planning of groundwater in Goliad County.  A motion was passed to request a deadline of the end of October to accept comments on the new GAM rather the current deadline of July 31st.  The next GMA-15 meeting will be on October 13th.

3. Update on Permit Approval

· 2 Permit applications were received in July.
· 1 Permit application was processed and approved by the acting General Manager in the month of July.
· P-2022-002 was approved for 199 acre feet for use as livestock/agriculture water for filling a stock tank to Jimmie M. Luecke in the Waldeck area (Withers Rd.).
4. Drought Conditions (see attachments)

· As of July 28, Fayette County is under D2 (severe drought) with a small portion of the eastern half being in D3 (extreme drought) and a small portion of the western half being in D3 (extreme drought) conditions.
· Rainfall averaged .24 inches total.  The gauge at Carmine collected the most with .99 inches and the gauge at Colorado River above La Grange collected the least with 0 inches.

6. Unsold Properties Update 

No unsold properties were processed in the month of July.

7. General Update

· On July 18th, Paul and I attended the Fayette Water Supply Corp. board meeting to answer questions about prospective depths and aquifers for the new well being drilled.
· To address the issue of having more landowner consent for this project, a list of approximately 9 more wells to be installed had been given to Paul by David in the beginning of the project, but nothing had ever been sent to Paul for confirmation.  I have tried locating the landowner release/consent forms in David’s office and have not been able to locate them for confirmation to enter property.  I was able to confirm 2 more wells that we will be able to install and will schedule to do that.  I have re-sent previous letters and sent new letters out as well.  Paul and I will discuss what to put in the newspaper while he is here.  Paul and I are going out to check monitors on August 4th and verify additional wells to add.
