· As of July 5, Fayette County is under D1 (moderate drought) with a portion of the eastern half being in D2 (severe drought) conditions.
· Rainfall averaged 1.23 inches total.  The gauge at Colorado River above La Grange collected the most with 2.46 inches and the gauge at Lake Fayette collected the least with .27 inches.
