The meeting was called to order by President Wick at 9:30 a.m. on December 5, 2022, at the Fayette County Agricultural Building Conference Room 104 located at 255 Svoboda Lane, in La Grange, Texas.  A quorum to conduct business was declared to be present.  
President Wick asked if there were any public comments.  There were none
Minutes from the November 7, 2022 Board of Directors meeting were presented.  Mr. Hayek made the motion to approve the minutes.  Mr. Hays seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

Ms. Pyle presented the October 2022 and November 2022 financial statements. Mr. Hays made the motion to approve the financial statements and to pay the outstanding bills. Mrs. Rodibaugh seconded the motion and it was approved.
Mr. Van Dresar presented the District Manager’s report to the board:  
Complaints:

No complaints were received in the month of November.

Meetings and Public Education:

On November 23, I attended the Fayette County Commissioners Court meeting.  Mr. Wick and Mrs. Rodibaugh attended as well.  Topics presented included population and water demands for Fayette County based on the 2022 State Water Plan, potential shortfalls in supply, and how those demands/shortfalls were being addressed.  I also discussed the aquifers underlying the district, the function of the FCGCD, and how we manage and plan for the groundwater within the district.  Questions were asked about permitting and impacts to the aquifers as more people move into the county.  Groundwater pollution was also discussed and who has jurisdiction over claims of contamination.  Approximately 50 people were in attendance for the meeting.

General Business

1. Update on GMA 12 and GMA 15 

· GMA-15 – No meeting was held. 

· GMA-12 – GMA-12  met in Milano on November 18
· Items discussed included:
· Management plan revisions/updates as required.
· GMA-12 received an email from the TWDB that GAM Run 21-017 was finalized.
· Member districts discussed use of S19, from the previous round of planning, to begin the next round of planning for desired future conditions.
· Halff, Inc. gave a presentation on database sharing and the cost to each district to participate.  Cost to each district would be approximately $10,000.00.
· Well mitigation was discussed and what steps each district may need to take to aid in mitigation.
· The GMA discussed cost sharing of planning and what word each district’s consultant provided to the GMA during the previous planning cycle.  Each district was asked to cost figures to the next meeting to discuss.
2. Update on Permit Approval

· Two permit applications were received during the month of November.  

· Preliminary reviews have been conducted on both applications.

· Site visits have been scheduled for permit applications P-2022-006 and P-2022-007.
3. Drought Conditions 
· As of November 29, Fayette County is split between D1 (Moderate) in the north, and D2 (Severe) in the south, drought conditions.
· Rainfall averaged 3.74 inches total.  The gauge at Colorado River above La Grange collected the most with 4.19 inches and the gauge at Muldoon collected the least with 3.37 inches. 
· Fayette County, according to the National Drought Monitor, needs approximately six inches of rain to be out of drought conditions.

6. General Update

· Five static monitoring stations were added to the list of monitoring sites.
i. Three stations were installed
ii. Two stations will be monitoring by hand

· Winter monitoring of volunteer water levels will begin in December.
