1. TAGD Update

It was very interesting and saw a few things that we would be able to utilize.  Overall the Summit was a success.

3. Update on Permit Approval

· 2 Permit applications were received in August.
· 3 Permit applications were processed and approved by the acting General Manager in the month of August.
· P-2022-003 was approved for 40 acre feet for use as irrigation water to Joseph (Ace) Holey at 6893 Anders Bottom Rd., in Fayette County, Texas.
· P-2022-004 was approved for 199 acre feet for use as commercial, agricultural and irrigation at 3530 Teinert Rd., Fayette County, Texas.
· P-2022-005 was approved for 50 acre feet for use as irrigation to Jim Murphy at 9137 Klaus Rd., Fayette County, Texas.
4. Drought Conditions (see attachments)

· As of September 8, Fayette County is under D1 (moderate drought) with a small section in the Northern part of the County in D0 (abnormally dry) conditions.
· Rainfall averaged 2.60 inches total.  The gauge at Muldoon collected the most with 3.45 inches and the gauge at Lake Fayette at Fayette Power Plant collected the least with 2.17 inches. 
5. Update Legislature and News Articles 

· The House Natural Resource Committee held interim hearings on August 23 & 24.  The Groundwater Interim charge was heard on the second day.  The hearing was available through a live stream which I watched.
6. Unsold Properties Update 

No unsold properties were processed in the month of August.

7. General Update

· On August 4th, Paul and I went out into the field to recalibrate and adjust monitors.  We obtained the monitor reading and ran an e-line to compare the information and the accuracy of the monitors.
· I placed an ad in the newspaper as I had mentioned previously, but did not have any luck with that either.  I gathered a list of wells, got in touch with my contacts at the oil companies who actually own the wells and obtained access through them.  I found a list that David had with some that he had contacted in 2019.  Since it had been so long, I reached out to the ones I hadn’t already spoken to and verified gate codes and gained access.  They explained to me that we had access if we had the gate code and used the lease road to get to the well.  They reminded me that we are no different than the TWDB or Railroad Commission going out to check and monitor wells.  Just to make sure we had our identifier on our vehicle, which we do.
· I also drove around the southern part of the county down dirt roads looking for old leases that might have a water well on them, came back to the office, found the oil company and contacted them for access.  Paul and I also found a few while we were out in the field.  I have added 16 wells to the program and Paul went through them to ensure that they were in areas we didn’t have anything.  Paul then created a map showing the locations of the 9 units installed and the additions we plan to install.
