The meeting was called to order by President Wick at 9:40 a.m. on September 13, 2021, immediately after the public hearing, at the Fayette County Agricultural Building Conference Room 104 located at 255 Svoboda Lane, in La Grange, Texas.  A quorum to conduct business was declared to be present.  
President Wick asked if there were any public comments.  There were none.  
Minutes from the August 10, 2021 public hearing were presented.  Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to approve the minutes of the board of directors meeting as presented.  Mr. Hays seconded the motion and the motion was approved.  
The August 2021 financial statements and outstanding bills were presented by Ms. Pyle.  Mr. Hayek made the motion to approve the financial statements and pay the outstanding bills. Mr. Hays seconded the motion and it was approved. 
The board considered action on the Daniel B. Stephens & Associates On-Call Letter of Agreement.  Mr. Van Dresar informed the board that the letter of agreement remains unchanged as to scope of services and budget, being $60,000.  After a brief discussion, Mr. Leer made the motion to approve the On-Call Letter of Agreement.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

The board considered action on the TML Health Rerate Renewal Agreement.  Ms. Pyle presented the Renewal Notice and Benefit Verification Form from the Texas Municipal League (TML) and discussed changes to the rates and services.  After a brief discussion, Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to accept and approve the TML Health Rerate Renewal Agreement.  Mr. Hays seconded the motion and the motion was approved.
Mr. Van Dresar presented the District Manager’s report to the board:

Meetings and Public Education:

On August 12, Andy Donnelly and I were present for the Fayette County Commissioners Court.  I was asked to speak on the Desired Future Conditions planning process and how the process affected Fayette County.  Discussion also involved the proposed resolution that was presented to the commissioners in July.  Several questions were asked regarding the county’s role in the DFC planning and their concerns about aquifer drawdown.  Mr. Donnelly and I answered all questions and gave comment regarding the county’s role in the planning process.  The commissioners deferred signing the resolution at this time.

On August 24, I spoke to the Round Top Real Estate agents in Round Top, Texas.  Items discussed included the purpose of the district, filing of paperwork, and a general question and answer session.  The presentation was well attended by approximately 20 people and was well received.
