The meeting was called to order by President Wick at 9:30 a.m. on January 18, 2021 at the Fayette County Agricultural Building Conference Room 104 located at 255 Svoboda Lane, in La Grange, Texas.  A quorum to conduct business was declared to be present.  
President Wick asked if there were any public comments.  There were none.
The board considered action on the election of officers.  Mr. Leer made the motion to keep the officers as they are, being:  Leo Wick, Sr. as President; Terry Hays as Vice President; and Cynthia Rodibaugh as Secretary/Treasurer.  Mrs. Rodibaugh seconded the motion.  After a brief discussion, Mr. Wick called for a vote on the motion.  The motion was approved, with Mr. Wick, Mrs. Rodibaugh, Mr. Leer, and Mr. Hayek voting Yea, and Mr. Hays voting Nay.

Minutes from the December 7, 2020 board of directors meeting were presented.  Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to approve the minutes of the board of directors meeting as presented.  Mr. Leer seconded the motion and the motion was approved.  
The board considered action on reopening the office to the public.  Mr. Van Dresar advised the board that the office has been open to the public since January 4, with precautions in place to protect district staff and the public due to the ongoing coronavirus concerns.  A discussion ensued regarding the current state of the virus in the county and vaccinations.  Following the discussion no action was taken by the board as the office is already open. 
The December 2020 financial statements and outstanding bills were presented by Ms. Pyle.  Mr. Hays made the motion to approve the financial statements and pay the outstanding bills. Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and it was approved.  
Andy Donnelly gave a presentation to the board regarding proposed preliminary desired future conditions (DFCs) for the aquifers in GMA 12 and GMA 15.  Mr. Donnelly informed the board of the current DFCs and compared them to the proposed preliminary DFCs in both GMAs.  Calculated modeled available groundwater was also presented corresponding to the DFCs presented.

1. Update on GMA 12 and GMA 15 

· GMA 12 held a virtual meeting on December 10.  General items of business were discussed as well as the following key items.

· Update on GAM updating work.  TWDB has accepted the revisions requested by GMA 12.
· Schedule for moving forward.  Andy Donnelly presented a timeline for the remainder of the planning period.  DFCs from all GMAs are due May 2021.
2. Update on Permit Approval 

· One permit applications was approved by the General Manager in the month of December.
i. P-2020-004 was approved for 199 acre feet for use as livestock water for filling a stock tank to Jimmie M. Luecke in Ledbetter.
3. Drought Conditions 

· As of January 5, the county is under D1 (Moderate Drought) conditions.
· Rainfall averaged 1.52 inches total.  The gauge at Carmine collected the most with 2.01 inches and the gauge at Buckner’s Creek collected the least with 1.17 inches.
