The public hearing was called to order by President Wick at 9:30 a.m., on July 10, 2023, at the Fayette County Agricultural Building Conference Room 104, located at 255 Svoboda Lane, in La Grange, Texas.  A quorum to conduct business was declared to be present.  Items to be considered during the public hearing:
Name of Applicant:  West End Water Supply  P- 2023-003

Address of well: Willow Springs Well 


The application is for one public water supply well operating permit amendment for an increase of 52.9 acre feet of water per year for a maximum allowed total annual production of 199 acre feet.

Name of Applicant:  West End Water Supply  P-2012-014

Address of well:  Round Top Well

The application is for one public water supply well operating permit amendment for an increase of 38.62 acre feet of water per year for a maximum allowed total annual production of 100 acre feet.
Mr. Van Dresar presented his finding regarding West End Water Supply Corporation’s (WEWSC) permit amendment application for the Willow Springs Well.  Mr. Van Dresar stated that WEWSC was asking for the amendment due to increased production from the well and WEWSC’s desire not to violate the permitted production limits of their existing permit.  Mr. Van Dresar advised the board that WEWSC did exceed their operating permit by 4 acre feet during the previous year and he stated that there is water available in the Yegua Jackson Aquifer to accommodate the requested increase.  A question was asked about whether WEWSC service area extends outside the boundaries of Fayette County.  Mr. Van Dresar stated the service area does extend outside the boundaries of the district and the district rules allow for contiguous CCN service areas to be considered.  After discussion, Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to grant the operating permit amendment request of 52.9 acre feet per year.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion.  The motion passed with Mr. Hayek, Mrs. Rodibaugh, and Mr. Wick voting aye.  Mr. Leer voted nay.

President Wick recessed the public hearing at 10:00 a.m. to enter Executive Session.

Vice President Leer reconvened the public hearing at 10:27 a.m.  Mr. Wick was not present due to personal matters.

Mr. Van Dresar presented his finding regarding WEWSC’s operating permit amendment application for the Round Top Well.  Mr. Van Dresar stated the permit amendment was requested by WEWSC due to increased production and to avoid violating permit production limits.  Mr. Van Dresar advised the board that the water well associated with the application served the Round Top area.  After a brief discussion, Mrs. Rodibaugh made the motion to grant the operating permit request of 38.62 acre feet per year.  Mr. Hayek seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

There being no further items on the agenda, Vice President Leer adjourned the Public Hearing at 10:39 a.m.
