The meeting was called to order by President Wick at 9:30 a.m. on May 8, 2023, at the Fayette County Agricultural Building Conference Room 104 located at 255 Svoboda Lane, in La Grange, Texas.  A quorum to conduct business was declared to be present.  
President Wick asked if there were any public comments.  There were none.
Minutes from the April 10, 2023 Board of Directors meeting were presented by Mr. Van Dresar.  Mr. Hayek made the motion to approve the minutes.  Mr. Leer seconded the motion and the motion was approved.

Ms. Pyle presented the May 2023 financial statements. Mr. Heinrich made the motion to approve the financial statements and to pay the outstanding bills. Mrs. Rodibaugh seconded the motion and it was approved.  Ms. Pyle presented the Board with the bank comparisons for CD’s as requested by Mr. Leer.
Mr. Van Dresar presented the District Manager’s report to the board:  
Complaints:

No complaints were received in the month of April.

Meetings and Public Education:

Region K WPG held its quarterly meeting on April 26 in Austin.  The planning group received water demand projection for non-municipal water demands including: livestock, steam electric, mining, manufacturing, and irrigation demands.  All projected demands were approved by the water planning group for use in the Regional Water Plan development.  Steam electric demand in Fayette County and several other counties in Region K are projected to decrease over the next decade and into the planning forecast.  When asked, the consultant explained that the decreases are projected as coal fired plants are being phased out.  Population demands are being worked on at this time and will not be available until later this year.  General housekeeping reports were received and the next meeting for Region K is scheduled for mid-July.

General Business

1. Update on GMA 12 and GMA 15 

· GMA-15 – GMA 15 held a meeting on April 13 in Edna, TX.  General business items were discussed during the meeting.  Of note, the administrative procedures were readopted, bylaws were approved, inter-local agreement for cost sharing consulting services was approved for distribution to the member districts, and selection of a district to act as treasurer for the GMA was approved, by the Victoria County GCD.  The next meeting of GMA 15 is scheduled for July 13.

· GMA-12 – No meeting was held.
2. Update on Permit Approval

· One permit was approved by the General Manager during the month of April, being:

· P-2023-002 to ROCC Operating LLC, for 199 acre feet/year to be used for hydraulic fracing water.

3. Drought Conditions 
· As of April 25, approximately three quarters of Fayette County is in D0 (Abnormally Dry), with the north eastern quarter of the county being in D1 (Moderate Drought).
· Rainfall averaged 7.38 inches total.  The gauge at Buckner’s Creek near Muldoon collected the most with 8.62 inches and the gauge at Carmine collecting the least with 5.78 inches. 
4. Update Legislature and News Articles

5. Unsold Properties Update
